A DUI driver, speeding at 65 MPH, struck him as he was speaking to a 
stopped motorist.  The outcome was a need for 110 units of blood and nine 
major surgeries to repair extensive injuries, plus mandatory retirement.  He 
refused to let personal tragedy keep him down after his near-fatal traffic 
accident.  He completed his first bicycle ride across America (4,266 miles) 
in 1996 with his son, now in 2010 he will be riding with his daughter.  He 
will be stopping in Amarillo during Phase 2 of “Life Across America.”
